Digital Video Production

This course will introduce the student to the planning techniques required in visual story telling, including story boarding, plot development, image acquisition, image editing, and digital manipulation of the images and sound required for interesting film-making.  Adobe will be used in the editing process. 
Students will have to be willing to devote additional time to outside activities while producing footage for the senior video.  Students will need to check out expensive video equipment.  Students and parents will need to sign a release form to check out this equipment.
