Formatting and Rounding Guidelines
Round to the nearest tenth:

Temperatures in Fahrenheit and Celsius

Kilograms to pounds and pounds and kilograms, but not for metric to metric conversions

Medications, unless told to round to the nearest hundredth
	Household
	Metric
	Apothecary

	•Use whole numbers and fractions, except put pounds into the decimals as hospital equipment reads these and not fractions

	•Use whole numbers and decimals
•Use 0 before any decimal number that does not have a whole number
	•Use fractions, whole numbers, and Roman numerals under 30 
•Minims and drops are rounded up/down, no fractions 

• Use 1 ½ not 1.5 for tablets

• Suppositories are not divided




Note: there are certain medication that you must follow the specifics of the label and the manufacturer. Your program instructors will help you with these.
