Venipuncture Steps
1. Wash hands

2. Check ID

3. Explain procedure

4. Assemble supplies (needle, syringe, 4x4, tape, alcohol, tourniquet, gloves, ect)

5. Put on gloves

6. Clean site with alcohol using circular motion

7. Apply tourniquet above site

8. Stabilize vein

9. Hold needle with bevel facing upward

10. Insert needle at a 15 degree angle

11. Watch for flash

12. Remove tourniquet

13. Administer solution

14. Remove needle

15. Hold pressure on site/ band aid

16. Dispose of items properly

17. Chart information
