Course Description:
Positioning I covers basic terminology, anatomy and radiographic positioning.  In the laboratory, students practice positioning through simulation on peers and radiographic exposure of man-made models of corresponding body parts.
Course Format:
This course will be a combination of lecture, simulation, demonstration, and student participation.

Students are expected to:

Course Objectives:

Upon completion of this course, the student will have been provided the opportunity to:

1. Define specified terms.

2. Identify requirements for room and patient preparation needed to properly obtain the required positions and/or projections.

3. Describe the steps for routine positions and/or projections of the boney skeleton.

4. From given scenarios describing patient physical limitations, describe how the position and/or projection could be modified to achieve a diagnostic quality image. 

5. On given radiographic images, identify specified anatomy.

6. On given radiographic images, evaluate image quality in regard to patient position and alignment of the central ray, patient, and image receptor.

Class Policies

1. Students who do no achieve a grade of 77% in the course may request to retake 1 exam that they failed during the semester. This exam must be taken with the week following finals. No final exam can be retaken.
