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Relationships:

Dependent:  (one-way)  One thing depends on another, but that “other”






does not depend on it back.

Example:  The rye grass depends on the sun’s energy (light) for photosynthesis, but the sun does not depend on it back.






Interdependent:  (two-way)  One thing depends on another, and that






“other” depends on it back.




Example:  The cricket depends on the alfalfa plant for oxygen and




food, and the alfalfa plant depends on the cricket for carbon




dioxide for photosynthesis.
