Pre- War Crisis
In the years leading up to the war, many international crises, and some outright fighting took place that raised tensions and made all-out war more likely.

1. Moroccan Crises-

· 1905- In 1905, Germany announced its support of independence for Morocco, the African colony which Britain had given France in 1904. The British defended the French, and war was avoided by an international conference in 1906 which allowed France to make Morocco a French protectorate.
· 1911- A second Moroccan crisis occurred in 1911 when Germany sent a warship to Agadir in protest of French supremacy in Morocco, claiming the French had violated the agreement in 1905 Britain again rose to France's defense and gave the Germans stern warnings. Germany agreed to allow France a free hand in Morocco in exchange for part of the French Congo.
· Effects- Both these incidents created more fear and distrust between the nations involved.  On the other hand, it brought Britain and France closer together.

2. Bosnian Crisis-1908-09-
· Austria-Hungary- In 1908 Austria-Hungary (Eth annexed two Slavic populated areas Bosnia and Herzegovina.  These areas had once been a part of the Ottoman Empire.  This outraged Serbia whose goal was to unify all Slavs under one flag.  They threatened war on AH and they had support from Russia.  Eventually the Russians, who were not ready for war backed down leaving Serbia to have to accept the annexation
· End of the Crisis-.  Eventually the Russians, who were not ready for war, backed down leaving Serbia with not much leverage so they had to accept the annexation. 

· Relations between Austria-Hungary and Serbia become greatly strained.  Serbia declared it would work to pull Bosnia and Herzegovina away from AH.  AH vowed to crush Serbia if they interfered.  
3. Balkan Wars-
· 1912- In 1912 a group of Balkan states, (Serbia, Bulgaria, Montenegro, Greece) whom at one time been controlled by the Ottoman Turks, attacked Turkey to gain the provinces of Albania and Macedonia.  They were able to defeat the Turks and free these Slavic lands form the Turks. 

· 1913- Though the Balkan allies had fought together against the common enemy, it was not enough to overcome their mutual rivalries. In 1913 Sebia and other, including the Otttomans, attacked Bulgaria over territories gained form the first war.  The reults were that Serbia ended up with most of the land.
· Effects- the result was to double the size of Serbia, to the dismay of the Austrians. But the Austrians succeeded in denying Serbia access to the sea by insisting on the creation of Albania at a peace conference sponsored by the British. So Serbian nationalism was frustrated again by Austrian imperialism.
