1. Number of incorrect answer. 
2. Unit of study that question came from. (Or concept, like History, or Nature vs. Nurture) 
3. Write out the entire question that was incorrect. 
4. Write out the entire wrong answer – Give brief explanation of why you answered the way you did.  
5. Write out the entire right answer – A) Give brief explanation of why it is correct, B) Give a way that you will remember it the next time {ex. Mnemonic Device, Acronym, illustration, etc.}, C) Give source of where  you got the correct answer from {From a website, or book, notes, etc.}.

# 23 - Biological Basis for Behavior  
Question: The hindbrain consists of the:
My Incorrect Answer: pons, medulla, corpus collosum - I thought this was the right answer because I confused the corpus collosum with the cerebellum.  The corpus collosum is the bridge of nerve fibers that allow the right and left hemispheres to communicate.

Correct Answer: medulla, pons, and cerebellum – This is the correct answer because the hindbrain controls the basic functions of life.  The cerebellum helps control voluntary movements, balance, and judge time, which are basic functions.  (internet site, and Lahey book, p. 73) 

How I will remember the correct answer: Cerebellum kind of sounds like Sarah Bella, Bella being the Latin word for “beautiful.” At least I think it is?  Maybe it is just bella?   Anyway, If I were to call Sarah “Bella” or “Beautiful” I would voluntarily have to do it.   
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
