Layered Curriculum 
Unit 4 
This is a Layered Curriculum assignment and is divided into 3 “layers” that increase in higher order thinking according to Bloom’s Taxonomy. In other words, it gets increasingly “harder” or rigorous as you go; but you choose many of the assignments to show mastery! Completing the first layer earns you a “C” grade, or 70 to 80. Completing the “B” layer earns you a “B”, or between 80 to a possible 90 points. Completing the “A” layer earns you an “A”, or 90-100+ points. You must complete “C” layer (with at least a 70) before you can start on the “B” layer. You must complete at least one of the “B” layer (with at least an 80) assignments before you can start the “A” layer.

_____3) (1 pts) Create an Acrostic poem using ETHNICITY. For each letter, use a word, phrase, or concept from the two chapters and/or vocabulary that better describes, defines, explains, etc. the intricacies of ethnicity. 
_____4) (1 pts) Create an Acrostic poem using POLITICAL ORGANIZATIONS. For each letter, use a word, phrase, or concept from the two chapters and/or vocabulary that better describes, defines, explains, etc. the intricacies of political organizations.
[bookmark: _GoBack]_____5) (4 pts) (Choose a supranational organization that the United States is a member of, then choose one of the following:  
A) Create two political cartoons, one illustrating the pros and the other illustrating the cons of the US being a member of the supranational organization. 
B) Create a graphic organizer that expresses the pros and cons of the US being a member of the supranational organization. 
C) Create a news report on the pros and cons of the US being a member of the supranational organization (can be performed or made on Movie Maker).
D) Student chooses a way to express knowledge of pros and cons of US being a member of the supranational organization.
* Must contain the definition of a Supranational Organization and distinguish which type it is: Political, Economic, Militaristic, etc.  
_____6) (5 pts) Research an ethnic conflict and then write a journal entry from the perspective of a refugee as a result from an ethnic conflict. Must be historically accurate, a timeline of events, what he saw and felt….not just an “I am so sad…” letter. Emotions are important, but shouldn’t be 95% of your writing. Historical dates and actual events should be used.
_____7) (2 pts) Create a vocabulary quiz from the unit and give it to another classmate.  Grade the quiz and make suggestions how each missed word can be remembered.  Must use all words!

_____8) (2 pts) Visit http://www.un.org/en/letsfightracism/stories.shtml and read one of the personal stories of personal discrimination. Write a summary of the account then an AP paragraph (at least 10 sentences) reflection.   
_____9) (3 pts) Examine your own culturally diverse community. Take a look at your community and answer the following questions: 1) Are there cultural minorities? 2) Is their culture respected? 3) Do they participate freely and publicly in their culture, or are they expected to do so only privately or not at all? 4) Does your school encourage respect for the culture of minority groups?  Then discuss the following; 1) Why is the right to cultural identity so important? 2) Why is it important to preserve, develop and appreciate different cultures? 3) Why do dominant groups often seek to impose their culture on minority groups?
_____10) (5 pts) Create a children’s book (one that my 6 year old son can understand) that explains the key question, “How is space politically organized into states and nations?” Must include short, to-the-point, engaging text that would be understood by a 1st grader. Must include attractive pictures that support statements and engage the reader. Discuss political geography, state, sovereignty, nation, nation-state, multistate nations, multinational states, and stateless nations, as well as core, periphery, and semi-periphery economies.    The best will be given to my son!!!
_____11) (5 pts) Ethnic Conflict Chart:* Choose from various ethnic conflicts from around the world and complete the Ethnic Conflict Chart on two conflicts from around the globe. 
 _____12) (5 pts) Complete State Shape Activity.* You will look up several states and identify their shape. 
_____13) (8 pts) Ethnic Conflict Map.* On the map choose 5 ethnic conflicts and color the place or region on map where the conflicts are taking place (Refer to Ethnic Conflict Chart for a list of conflicts.)  Each conflict should be a different color for clarification. Each conflict should have a synopsis that include dates of conflict, cause of the conflict, and current status of conflict.     
_____14) (5 pts) State Shapes and Boundary Disputes.* Investigate shapes and research how each shape correlates with conflict. 
_____15)  (5 pts) Geography and power. Watch and/or read the following links then answer the questions in two paragraphs.  Use evidence from links, as well as cite them, to answer the following questions. 1) In what ways do areas around the world suppress women? 2) How do we combatant these suppressors? _____16) (5 pts) Boundaries Scavenger Hunt.* Search the world over and find examples of various kinds of boundaries that exist. 
_____17) (5 pts) Create a satirical manual to Reapportionment Committee on how to get elected by using Gerrymandering.  Must include explanations of, Gerrymandering, the Electoral College, census, representative democracy, reapportionment, splitting, packing, and cracking. You may use North Carolina, or another state, to explain Gerrymandering. This video explains Gerrymandering well  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Mky11UJb9AY.  Satire: the use of humor, irony, exaggeration, or ridicule to expose and criticize people's stupidity or vices, particularly in the context of contemporary politics and other topical issues.
_____ 18) (5 pts) Use census data such as, http://demographics.coopercenter.org/DotMap/ and http://www.nytimes.com/interactive/2015/07/08/us/census-race-map.html?_r=0 to explain racial segregation patters on the local, regional, and national scale. Drill down into Paulding County and describe how it is a like or different than the national average, and local average (other counties).  At least a page and a half of information. 
_____19) (5 pts) Create a PowerPoint, Prezi, Moviemake, Glogster, Animoto etc. that explains Federalism, Confederal, and Unitary systems of government.  Include advantages and disadvantages of each, provide an example of where each system can be found and why that system is best suited for that nation.    
_____20) (4 pts) Failed States Webquest.* Preview the Failed State Index then fill out information.  This assignment uses every unit to explain a failed state thus far, it would be a great review!

All rules are the same as a normal scored discussion, it will just be recorded in this case. This will allow you the opportunity to script the discussion, or you can do it impromptu. Point system applies. 

_____3) Cultural/Political Patterns and Processes – Ethnic Conflict/Devolution/Centrifugal Forces. Directions: Using the Ethnic Conflict Chart from above in Layer C as a guide please prepare a briefing report on the ethnic conflict of your choice. MINIMUM TWO PAGE (double spaced, 12 pt. font, times new roman) paper. Besides answering the questions noted above, make sure you include TWO examples of a map/graphic which shows some spatial representation of the conflict you have chosen to research (that shows scale, and important boundaries and boarders). Other than questions these concepts should be included (but not exclusive) in your paper and presentation are the guiding questions, the importance of scale, cultural/political patterns and processes , devolution, centrifugal forces, and supranationalism.  
_____4) Eight Stages of Genocide/Ethnic Cleansing.*  Watch Hotel Rwanda and Schindler’s List and find and note each of the eight stages.   Then, explain how each one could have been prevented. (Provide a picture of proof that these movies were in fact watched)

____1) UN Simulation:* A detrimental situation is explained, along with 17 countries’ opinions of the detrimental situation. You must represent at least 10 of the countries from the list.  Feel free to enlist classmates, friends, or family to play the roles of different countries. You can also play all ten parts yourself, however, you must “look” different for each of the 10 countries.  Like a scored discussion, research your facts and bring evidence into the conversation to support each countries argument. A logical and well-argued solution must be met by the majority of UN members. 
_____2) Create a 3 to 5 minute infomercial about a current or historical ethnic dispute.  Include history, “need-to-know” facts, if there are any boundary disputes (if so explain type), and what to which scale the conflict is disrupting (local, region, or global). Tell us why we should care! Lastly, explain what you think of the conflict in a well-mannered, well thought out, appropriate, ethnically sensitive, educated, and tasteful way (Not, I think it sucks). You must use evidence to support your argument.  Infomercial should include graphics such as charts and pictures that support spoken word, must be engaging but educational. Make sure you site all outside sources. 
_____3) Interview someone on camera who has migrated to the USA due to an ethnic conflict or was a refugee as a result of an ethnic conflict.  Have them tell their story of how they traveled here, including their hardships; the cause of the ethnic conflict and which side they supported, and why; and highlight similarities and differences between their home country and the United States with a focus on political institutions.  Go into detail with your questioning. Make sure you find out the push and pull factors of coming to the USA. Try the best you can to have them describe their hardships of travel.
