Why don’t I ask you to be geographers while you are there?

Let’s go to the Mall or to a retail establishment like Kohl’s, Target or Wal-Mart, Best Buy, Pet Smart and do some geographic retail analysis!

In groups of three, four or five - your mission….

Go to THREE different clothing/shoe, electronic and do the following:

1. Find out where in the world a majority of the items were manufactured? 

2. Do you notice any patterns related to where the items come from and the level of development of these countries? Go to the United Nations Human Development Index web site for detailed country information:
http://hdr.undp.org/en/statistics/ or go to www.gapminder.org. 

3. Do you notice any difference between the place of manufacture between men’s and women’s clothes/shoes or clothing and electronics, etc?

4. How do your findings relate to the pros and cons of globalization that we have been discussing in class? Think economically, socially, politically and environmentally.

5. How do your findings relate to the underlying precepts of the Core/Periphery – World Systems – Wallerstein Model we have been discussing all year long in class?

Finally: Create ONE choropleth MAP (use color in your map) of the data from the stores you analyzed that shows the world and then specifically the countries that each store has goods manufactured in. Make sure you create some type of legend for your map!
