Your task is to create an ABC booklet of the years spanning from 1920- 1940. For each letter of the alphabet you will create an illustration and description of a word, phrase, or expression that relates to the 1920s or the Great Depression. Once all 26 letters of the alphabet have been illustrated and described you will assemble a booklet with a decorative cover page. 

Examples:  “A” – Al Capone ,  “F” – Flapper, “ H” – Hooverville 

Directions: 

1. For each letter of the alphabet pick a word, phrase, or expression that relates to the 1920s or the Great Depression. Use your book and notebook to find answers. Hint- vocabulary terms, people & places would be a good source. 

2. Once you pick your word or phrase you must define or explain the word in the appropriate section of your booklet. 

3. Then you must illustrate (draw) each word or phrase or find an illustration from the computer. Illustrations must be in color. 

4. Create a cover page with a title, your name and period. This needs to be illustrated and in color. 

5. Assemble your book using a creative method: ribbon, string, yarn, etc

You will need: 

1. Your notebook and/or textbook ( you may come during STARR to use our class set) 

2. Computer paper or construction paper

3. Markers or crayons

4. Ribbon, string, yarn, brads
