CLASSROOM POLICIES

Homework

1. Late work will not be accepted unless prior arrangements are made with instructor.

2. Missing work (late work/work not turned in) will receive a "zero" grade.

3. Students are expected to come to class PREPARED to learn.

Attendance

1. Attendance is mandatory; class begins when the door is closed and the instructor begins the session. If students arrive after that, they will be marked tardy for that class. If a student is tardy three times, then they will be marked absent for the third time they are tardy. 

2. Students are allowed to miss up to 12.5% per course, per term (8 hours per week x 10 week = 80 hours, therefore 12.5% = 10 hours) which is 10 hours. If a student has exceeded the absences then he/she will be withdrawn from the course by the instructors.

3. Missed exams cannot be made up, unless it is excused by the instructor.

Mobile Phones

Mobile phones must be turned off and put away during the class. Should students' family members need to contact them in an emergency, they should call reception (C-ring 44011350 or West Bay 44011409) giving the students' classroom number so CCQ staff can inform students there is an emergency at home.

Academic Honesty and Cheating

Students are required and expected to do their own work. Any incidence of cheating or plagiarism will result in a zero for the assignment/test and there will be no possible way to earn back the points. Cheating or plagiarism is not tolerated in the slightest bit. Never copy work from the Internet or any other source, not limited to but including friends, relatives, books, and electronic publications. Also, students caught cheating will be reported to Counseling Services and must take a Plagiarism Course with the Learning Center. They will be in jeopardy of not completing the course and will be reported to the Dean of Education. This report will go on their permanent record.

Classroom Behavior

Students and instructors must show respect for each other.

An Unsafe Environment includes:

1. Student yelling/shouting.

2. Student being aggressive verbally or physically.

3. Student abusing or mistreating school property, including banging on the table, writing on the table, etc.

4. Student being disrespectful to other students or faculty.

5. Student not listening to CCQ faculty or staff.

CCQ Policies on attendance
Students are expected to attend every class of the courses they take at CCQ.  There are no excused absences.  All reasons for absence count the same including sickness and personal events.  Faculty will take attendance every day and students may be dropped by their instructors after being absent for more than 12.5% (8 hours per week x 10 week = 80 hours, therefore 12.5% = 10 hours) of the semester. The professor has the authority to withdraw a student from class for excessive absences.  Decisions regarding absences are at the discretion of the professor.

The course grade will be reduced by 2 points for each hour of absence after 10 hours.   Each time a student is late or leaves early, this is noted on the attendance roster. Students must complete all their work assignments and tests that they miss. If students stop coming to class, they must see a counselor to drop their class before the drop deadline or they will receive an F. CCQ will not grant exceptions for work related absences.

Students must meet with their professors before they consider withdrawing from a level.  Students must schedule a meeting with a Counselor or Advisor to discuss their academic needs before withdrawing.

It is the student’s responsibility to drop the level (all classes) if he/she is unable to attend.   Students who withdraw will be placed on probation.   Students who withdraw for a second time will be suspended from CCQ for one term, excluding the summer term.  Withdrawal from all courses three times or more will result in suspension from CCQ for one full year. 

Students who withdraw from a level and have been placed on probation must obtain Counselor approval in order to re-enroll.  Students who are on Withdrawal Suspension will be restricted in the number of courses in which they can enroll upon their return.  Counselor advisement and approval by the Associate Dean of Student Services is required.

	Second Withdrawal
	Withdrawal Suspension for one semester, excluding summer term

	Third Withdrawal
	Withdrawal Suspension for a “full” year (fall, spring and summer)

	Course Description:
ESOL 0353, Advanced Reading, seeks to prepare students for college level academic or workforce study by accomplishing the following objectives:

1. Enable students to read moderate-length texts (1000-1500 words) and decode rhetorical structures such as causation, comparison and contrast, definition, classification, and favored vs. unfavored opinions
2. Give students the opportunity to read extensively from authentic academic sources as well as high-school-level literature and popular publications
3. Introduce students to a vocabulary of approximately 2,000-3,000 words, taken largely from authentic academic English sources
4. Develop students’ skills in critical research, using the Internet and college libraries

	Student Learning Outcomes:
After successful completion of ESOL 0353, Advanced Reading, the student should be able to do the following:
1. Demonstrate familiarity with challenging academic target vocabulary: 
· Acquire an additional reading recognition vocabulary of 150-250 words

2. Distinguish between main ideas and supporting details in moderate-length academic reading passages:

· Understand important details from a 1000-1500 word passage

· Identify passage’s main idea and restate in students’ own words

· Identify specific details and supporting facts 

3.    Read and understand a large volume of level-appropriate text (extensive reading)

4.    Use specific reading skills strategies to extract meaning from the text

· Use pre-reading, skimming and scanning to identify information and deepen understanding of text's meaning
· Use critical thinking skills to summarize the passage, accurately grasping the main idea
· Use context clues to estimate the meaning of new vocabulary
· Use critical thinking skills to draw conclusions about the point of view of the writer
