FINAL PROJECT
Your Global Studies Final Project consists of three parts.  The first is a paragraph on a country you would like to travel to. The third part of your project is to actually plan a trip to any location in the world.  Throughout this project you should think of the places you have learned about this year and about the places that interest you to help make your decision.  For the trip, you are planning an actual trip!  You need to find out everything that you need to actually travel to the place you have selected.  Try and have fun with this trip!  You can plan a trip that you want to take when you graduate from high school or college.  You can plan a trip to celebrate your 21st birthday or your honeymoon when you get married at 25.  You can plan a trip just for you, a family trip, or a trip for you and your friends.  Make sure it is to some place that you are interested in and not just something you are doing to just meet the requirement for the class.  

The following are guidelines to aid in your project

· You can pick any destination in the world

· You have to be gone for a minimum of one week

· You can travel by planes, trains, buses, ships, automobiles and any other means that you can think of – but be realistic – no walking from Rome to Paris

· You have to leave the United States

· You can not use a package vacation that is all inclusive – you have to book the flights, hotels and any other means of travel
· You should look for bargains in your travels – try to find less expensive flights and hotels

· You have to have a place to stay each night – No sleeping in parks, on beaches or in vehicles.  

· You can visit relatives and friends, but you may not stay with them or use them for a means to travel

· You may not work with another student to turn in the same project – do not copy another student’s project, making minor changes.

· You may turn in a project that is written out. However, you should a computer to research and complete your project.

· Neatness counts, wrinkled, dirty, messy papers should be avoided!
