1. What was the purpose of the Freedom Rides? Use Eyes on the Prize notes. What role did the federal AND state governments play in the Freedom Rides? What was the end result of the Freedom Rides?
2. Despite Governor Ross Barnett best efforts, James Meredith successfully attended the University of Mississippi in late 1962. According to first person accounts chronicled in Nadine Cohodas's book The Band Played Dixie, students living in Meredith's dorm bounced basketballs on the floor just above his room through all hours of the night. When Meredith walked into the cafeteria for meals, the students eating would all turn their backs. If Meredith sat at a table with other students, all of whom were white, the students would immediately get up and go to another table. When do you likely think that African-Americans would feel welcome at that school?  List year and circumstance of when this change occurred.
3. What was Alabama Governor George Wallace’s quote on the possible integration of the University of Alabama? On a side note, remember that Mrs. Powers, who attended Alabama, said in 1991 blacks and whites would not use the same elevators.
