5. Why would Jackson and the federal government take away land from the Native Americans, if according to the article that they “had developed societies that were not only compatible with white culture, but even emulated European styles in some respects.”  And in a later paragraph “they built roads, schools and churches.”  And finally add in your answer add the Supreme Court also ruling their favor.  Need a paragraph.

6. It is unlikely that that “Brutal Weather along the way claimed thousands of Cherokee lives” as the textbook explains, but what are the two most likely causes of death for the Native Americans?


7. Using the textbook (page 344) and the reading, describe events in the Seminole Wars.
