Course Description  
· Physical Science – study of non-living things.
· Chemistry – study of the composition, structure, properties, and reactions of matter.
· Physics – study of matter and energy and the interactions between the two through forces and motion.
· Earth Science – application of physics and chemistry to the study of the Earth.
· Geology – study of the origin, history, and structure of the Earth.
· Astronomy – study of the universe beyond Earth, including the sun, moon, planets, and stars.

These topics will be covered each quarter, stressing the conceptual approach, with underlying application of mathematics and hands on activities in the laboratory.

Course Description
Integrated Science is a group of sciences that deals with the physical sciences.  Throughout the course we will be studying chemistry, physics, geology, and astronomy. 

Grades
· You are responsible to review your grades regularly.  It is your responsibility to keep track of your grade.
· Study time: 30-45 minutes per night for reading text, watching a lecture video, finishing labs, or other assigned homework.  When studying for tests, the amount of study time should be increased.
· I assign points to all labs, reports, worksheets, quizzes, and tests.  The breakdown of your points is as follows:
· Tests worth 50-100 points, announced several days before the end of each unit.
· Quizzes worth 5-25 points.  Both announced and unannounced.
· Labs worth 10-30 points.  This grade includes points for following lab instruction and collaborative lab work with lab partners.
· Homework Assignments worth 5-20 points.  All assignments are written on the board every day.  In addition, they are posted on my webpage (which is updated every week by Monday at 3pm)
**Each quarter is worth 40% and the semester exam is worth 20%**

Late Work
You will be given plenty of time to finish your work, but if for some reason that is not enough time, you will be able to turn the work in late.  For each day late, you will lose 10% of your total possible points per day up to 5 days and – 50% of your total possible points.  After that, I will not accept the work for a grade.  If an assignment is corrected in class, it may not be turned in late for points.

If you have been sick, it is your responsibility to turn in any assignments that were due on the day you were absent upon your return as well as to get any missing assignments and notes.  You will get two days for each day you missed to make up work.  This is for excused absences only.   If you have a prolonged absence, we will need to discuss a timeframe for you to complete your missing assignments.

You will also be responsible to make up any labs or videos you missed during your absence from class.  It is your responsibility to set up times to complete these assignments.
