Course Expectations 2013-2014
I.  Student Responsibilities
A. Be in seat when the bell rings. Tardy to class on three occasions will result in a detention.

B. Have the necessary materials for the class each day.

4. A notebook or loose-leaf paper.

C. Be in dress code—have Viator dress appropriate for all seasons.

D. Have assignments completed at the beginning of class on the day due.

III. Evaluation/Grade

A. Quarter grades are computed by Student Records using a weight of 65% tests and formal essays, and 35% assignments, quizzes, reflections and class activities  

B.  Tests and quizzes


1. Tests dates will be announced in advance.  Study guides are online.


2. Quizzes will be given on nearly every reading assignment.  


3. Make-up tests and quizzes
a. Missed tests and quizzes must be made up in the Testing Center or by special arrangement with Mr. Tubridy
b. No tests or quizzes will be made up during class time.  
c. Students will have the number of days they were absent to complete assignments and tests.
d. Completion dates for make-up work for extended absences due to illness will be made in consultation with the teacher.  

C. Cheating will be processed according to the Academic Integrity Policy in the Student Handbook. 

D. The Religion Department offers up to ten bonus points per semester counted as a homework grade.
E. Student work

1. Student work will not be returned until all students have completed the assignment and taken the quiz.  All will be returned before the test.  The test on each unit will not be returned until all students have taken it.. 
2. Late work will result in 10% reduction in grade after first day. Work received after that will count for no more than 50% of the assigned points. 
3. No late work is accepted after the test has been taken on that unit.

IV. Senior Exemption Policy

A. Seniors may be exempt from the second semester final if a composite grade of 90% has been attained for the second semester.
