Expectations 

Teacher Responsibility: As teacher I commit myself to…

· Creating an atmosphere where you feel valued and respected, where you can share your thoughts and opinions freely.

· Supporting you and being a resource for you during your final year at Saint Viator

· Being authentic in all I share with you and honestly sharing my faith in God 

· Inviting you – through our discussions – to make God a priority in your life
· Helping you learn the material and demonstrate your learning on tests and in assignments. 
· Your grade will be based on your ability to demonstrate your knowledge of Catholic teachings.  Your grade and my opinion of you will not be based on the importance of faith to you or your agreement with the Catholic teachings you learn.

Classroom Behavior: I expect you to…

· Show respect toward yourself, other students and me (KEY: Dignity of the person is God-given).  Check the school Code of Conduct for specifics.

· Raise your hand to talk and listen respectfully when other people are talking.

· Be on time; be in your seat. After the bell, you go to the dean. 

· Come prepared to participate in class activities. If you do work for another class in religion, I will throw it out.

· Stay in class after we begin. No one leaves except for “emergencies.”

· Use of electronic devices is limited to class related activities.

Classroom Techniques
We will experience the course materials through lectures, in-class assignments, quiet reflection, discussions (small groups, large groups), group activities and student presentations.

Homework 
· Each day your assignments will be on the board and school website. (DO TONIGHT’S HOMEWORK TONIGHT)
· You are responsible for material covered and homework assigned when you miss class. Check the website. Talk to a friend.

· Late work will result in 10% reduction in grade after first day. Work received after that will count for no more than 50% of the assigned points.  

· No late work (HOMEWORK & QUIZZES) is accepted after the test has been taken on that unit.

· You have homework most nights. Each night review the notes from the day to see if you have questions. If you can’t explain your notes to someone else, then you have questions.
Evaluation

Your quarter grade will be based 65% on tests, papers, and writing assignments, 35% on homework, quizzes and class activities, which includes class participation.  You earn participation points by making insightful comments, active listening, asking good questions, and by leading or writing prayers to begin class. 

Your final grade will be based 40% on each quarter and 20% on your final exam.  
Seniors may be exempt from the second semester final if a cumulative grade of 90% or above has been attained for that semester.
Make-up

Students will have the number of days they were absent to complete assignments and tests. After that, you receive a zero. I will make exceptions in extraordinary situations verified by the counselor.  All movies/videos must be viewed and worksheets completed when absent.  Copies of videos can be obtained from me or your local library.
Absences
School policy allows you to make up work you missed because of excused absences.  You should make arrangements before pre-arranged, excused absences for making up quizzes or tests after those absences. If you have an excused, unexpected absence, you should make arrangements on your first day back to make up quizzes and tests. I won’t hound you to make up work.
