Prayer Guidelines

1. Each of you has been assigned a day(s) to lead the class in intentions and prayers.
2. This is an assignment that is due on the scheduled day.
3. If it is your day for prayer, you must be at the front of the room to begin as soon as the bell rings.
4. You may use personal reflections, songs that reflect some ideas of yours (words must be submitted BEFORE and they must be REFLECTIVE SONGS – ones that encourage some contemplation and quiet), or a reflection or writing from someone else.
5. Begin with prayer intentions.
6. Read your prayer or introduce your music. This introduction (typed) includes why you selected it for class.
7. Conclude with a typed reflection of your thoughts on why you selected this particular prayer, song or reading.
8. No rote (memorized) prayers may be used (exceptions will be made for non-traditional prayers)
9. Being unprepared is unacceptable.
10. If you are scheduled for Kairos, or a college visit, or any scheduled absence, trade days with another student.
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
