Depression Era Wages
By 1933 average family income had tumbled 40 percent, from $2,300 in 1929 to just $1,500 four years later.
· $1,500 per year equates to having $28 per week to spend

· Just four years earlier families had had $44 per week to spend

· Recall that 25% of Americans were unemployed during the Depression
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When Hoover refused to offer direct relief to the unemployed and impoverished, people’s desperation for aid and change resulted in the election of Franklin Delano Roosevelt in 1932.
