Major Supreme Court Cases of the Early 1800s
· Marbury v. Madison (1803): established judicial review

· McCulloch v. Maryland (1819): said states cannot tax the federal government ( permits federal nullification of states’ policies

· Gibbons v. Ogden (1824): this increased federal control of interstate commerce 

Marshall Court Rulings: under Marshall, the Supreme Court increased federal power

· Dred Scott. v. Sanford (1857): established slaves as property that could not be taken away without due process
The Whig Party (1833-1856)
· Formed to oppose Jackson and the Democratic-Republicans
· Supported the supremacy of Congress
· Major leaders:
· Henry Clay (Speaker of the House who became VP under John Q. Adams)
· William Henry Harrison (President)
· Zachary Taylor (President)
· John Tyler (President)
Democratic-Republican leaders after Jackson
· Martin van Buren: aka Martin van Ruin ( avoided war at all costs and served during an economic crisis

· James K. Polk: known for 54°40’ or Fight! Slogan ( oversaw a period of intense expansion
