U.S. Mobilization for the Great War
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Committee on Public Information: intended to influence U.S. public opinion regarding American intervention in WWI.  It was led by George Creel.  The Committee issued propaganda (ideas, facts, or allegations spread deliberately to further one's cause or to damage an opposing cause) that made the Germans look like monsters and conversely publicized American heroism.  
War Industries Board: led by Bernard Baruch; the War Industries Board organized and coordinated private businesses to manufacture wartime supplies.  For instance, an automobile manufacturing facility might have been reconfigured to manufacture tanks.
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Food Administration: headed by Herbert Hoover; the Food Administration established days to encourage people to not eat certain foods in order to save them for the soldiers: meatless Mondays, wheatless Wednesdays, and "when in doubt, eat potatoes."  It also encouraged civilians to grow Victory Gardens so that they could supply their own food while farmers supplied the troops in Europe.  Their slogan was, “food will win the war.”
