Five Paragraph Essay Outline
Use this template to help you outline your 5 paragraph essay. You  need to fill out all the parts (or include all parts on a separate piece of paper) for full credit.
Essay Topic or Prompt: 
This is the topic or prompt given to you. You do not need to make this up. Sometimes it helps to turn the prompt into a question (if it was not given to you in question form) so you can create an ‘answer’ in your thesis statement
Example Topic or Prompt:  Traveling is a great activity, do you agree or disagree?
Thesis Statement 
This is the main point or idea of your essay and is the last 1-2 sentences of your introductory paragraph (introduction) Think about what point are you trying to make. What message , thoughts or opinion do you want to convey? ALL your topic sentences and supporting details should in some way relate and support this statement
Example Thesis:  Traveling is a great activity if you do it right. In my experience, traveling with fewer belongings is the best and most enjoyable way to travel.
Topic Sentence #1 Here you will write your first idea supporting your thesis statement
Example Topic Sentence: In my experience traveling with too many suitcases or bags slows the process down and takes longer than necessary.
· Supporting Detail #1 
Each supporting detail  should help us to better understand your topic sentence and the point you are trying to make in each topic sentence
Example Detail: The last time I was traveling to South America, I had so much luggage to check I almost missed my flight
· Supporting Detail #2
Example Detail: When traveling with lots of luggage, wait time for baggage check and baggage pick-up means less time to do fun activities.
