8th Grade Service Hours 
Hours:
8th Grade students are required to complete a minimum of 20 hours of community service. Students must complete 6 hours by NOVEMBER 5th and an additional 7 by FEBRUARY 4th. The final 7 hours are due in May.
Service Hour Record:
Students are to keep a record of all service hour on the log provided. The record must include the date and number of hours completed as well as the activity and supervisors signature and contact information. Please record ALL service hours you complete even if they will not be counted toward your 20 hour total (see Service Hour Specifics for how hours will be counted)
Service Hour Specifics
Please see some specifications for service hours below. Because the goal is aimed at servicing the greater community, we ask that students seek out service opportunities outside their immediate communities. 
· Max. 5 hours may be completed for or at school (this includes altar service at school masses)
· Max. 5 hours may be completed at your church (if St. Lawrence is your parish, you may complete additional service hours at St. Lawrence Parish for non-school functions)
· Max. 5 hours completed at home or for family (babysitting, chores, working for parents, etc.)
Service Opportunities
As I become aware of service opportunities available to 8th grade students I will post them on the class website at www.quia.com/pages/mzigler/page1. Sacred Heart Community allows middle school students to volunteer once they have been through an orientation.
Reflections:
Eighth grade students will complete 2 reflections for their service hours. Upon completion of the first and second trimester’s service hours, students will be required to submit a reflection following specific criteria for success (see criteria on website). All questions must be answered in the format provided to earn full credit for their service hours. 

Booklet:
Service Hour booklet is to be made out of your service hour record and a cover sheet. You will glue your completed service hour record inside a cover sheet and fold both in half (hamburger style). It will look like a book with your service hours as the inside pages. 
The cover of your booklet needs to be colorful, decorated and include the following:
1. A title including the words “Service Hours”
2. You name and class
3. A verse from the bible that captures your experience with service this year citing BOTH verse and the text
Deadlines:
Friday November 5th: Record of first 6 service hours and reflection due
Friday February 4th: Record of next 7 service hours (now 13 are complete) and reflection due
May (date TBA): Completed service hour record inside booklet are due
