( Each trimester, you will have the option to earn extra credit points by attending a cultural event or preparing a report relating to some aspect of Spanish-speaking heritage and culture. For example, you might attend an art exhibit, see a dance performance, or go to a concert. You could also prepare a presentation on some aspect of a particular Spanish-speaking country, such as the food, sports, politics, or history. Your goal is to find something that will enrich your appreciation for Spanish-speaking customs and traditions.

( Once you have attended an event or chosen a topic, you must plan a presentation for the class. This may take the form of a written paper, a PowerPoint presentation, a podcast, or some other form of multi-media presentation to share with the class. A rough draft of your presentation will be due for final approval a couple of days before you present. Your presentation must be between three and five minutes in length and will be given during the time that is set aside at the end of each Etapa for presentations. On the day of your presentation, you will be responsible to see that you have your presentation ready to go.
