EXPECTATIONS and PROCEDURES

¡Bienvenidos!
All Students will:

1. RESPECT the teacher.

(Listen attentively. Use good manners. Don’t talk when I am teaching.  Save questions and comments for after the lesson or instruction.)

2. RESPECT other students.

(Bullying on ANY level will not be tolerated! Always be kind to one another.)

3. RESPECT classroom property as well as the property of fellow students

(Be neat. Pick up your trash. The desk is not a trash receptacle. No chewing gum or other objects. When you use supplies, put them back properly. Be kind to your textbook, they are old ( If there is a problem with your textbook, please see me immediately. )
4. Be on time and prepared each day.

(You MUST have a note if you are late to class.  Bring book, notebook, brain and a PENCIL everyday to class!  You may not go back to your regular classroom or locker to get supplies! Do homework and STUDY!)

5.  Ask for help when it is needed.
(I want every student to set high goals for this class. I will be available to help you achieve your goals.  Please see me for an appointment for help sessions ANY time you feel confused.  If you have a poor grade on a particular quiz or test, see me to get help an TAKE IT OVER!! This does not apply to vocabulary.  I will be in my room before school each day except Fridays.  I can be found outside on bus duty on Fridays.

6. Turn in all missed work within three days in absence.

(Tests and quizzes will be made up in the mornings or at another scheduled time, not during Spanish class.  You may also do make-up work during your outside recess time.  This has to be scheduled ahead of time.  This is a high school class. I will not chase down assignments! See handbook for the school policy.)
Final words:

This is a high school class that is worth high school credit.  It will be conducted as such.  You will be expected to read, speak and be able to listen and understand beginning Spanish.  If you are not serious about doing the work and do not anticipate giving your best effort to this class, please DO NOT take this class.  It is not “easy” and will be challenging for most.  If you are ready to take this challenge, then I welcome you to Spanish I and look forward to a great, rewarding school year.
