TESTING GUIDELINES FOR CHAPTER 38 SKILLS TEST

· STEPS 38-1 WILL BE TESTED SEPARATELY AND WILL NOT INVOLVE THE RUBRIC
This skill will be tested at a later date, to be announced.

· SKILL 38-1 STERILE DRESSING CHANGE
This skill will involve an approximated wound on a stump
· This skill will involve Steps 39-2 APPLYING OF AN ELASTIC BANDAGE and Box 39-4 GUIDELINES FOR APPLYING AND ELASTIC OR ROLLER BANDAGE
· SKILL 38-2 WOUND IRRIGATION
This skill will involve an open wound on palm of hand or antecubital space
· SKILL 38-3 APPLYING A WET-TO-DAMP DRESSING 
This skill will involve an open wound on palm of hand or antecubital space therefore combined with WOUND IRRIGATION
· This skill will involve Steps 39-2 APPLYING OF AN ELASTIC BANDAGE and Box 39-4 GUIDELINES FOR APPLYING AND ELASTIC OR ROLLER BANDAGE

You will have 40 minutes to complete your test

The student will be randomly selected to perform either wound care on an approximated wound (stump) or open wound (irrigation and packing)
· this selection will be done by the computer

sterile technique is required
a break in sterile technique will result in “Unsafe Practice” which will place you at a 75%.
Yet, criteria will still be followed on Procedural steps for a grade.

All the Rubric is required that is applicable to the skills. 
Pay close attention to HAND HYGIENE

SUPPLIES AVAILABLE TO YOU

1 overbed table: 
· be sure to position the patients extremity with the wound appropriately
· be sure to create and maintain a sterile field

1 trash can with Red bag that you will collect

· 6 sterile 4X4
· 3 sterile cotton tipped applicators
· 3 sterile 2X2’s
· 1 ABD gauze
· 1 Kerlix Kling (wrap)
· 2 sterile gloves
· Saline
· Sterile containers
· Sterile Irrigation Tray

Dressings will not be tapped to the skin to prevent skin abrasions
· THE TOPICAL OINTMENT WILL BE IN A TUBE WITH A CAP. TREAT REMOVAL OF THE CAP JUST LIKE THE CAP OF THE STERILE CONTAINER/STERILE SALINE
· APPLY THE OINTMENT TO THE 2x2 PRIOR TO DONNING STERILE GLOVES. ONLY CROSS THE TIP OF THE TUBE OVER THE 2x2. (just like pouring sterile liquid)

You have been taught sterile technique
You have been taught that there are 4 steps in wound care:
· Removal of dressing and assess the drainage on the dressing
· Assessment of wound – IF THE WOUND IS OPEN, MEASURMENT OF THE WOUND IS REQUIRED
· Cleaning of the wound
· Dressing of the wound – THIS IS WHERE YOU WILL APPLY TOPICAL OINTMENT ALONG BOTH SIDES OF INCISION LINE
You have been taught the RULES OR PRINCIPLES OF WOUND CARE – FOLLOW THEM

BE SYSTEMATIC IN THIS SKILL AS IN ALL SKILLS AND NURSING PROCEDURES
