Steps 39-2 Applying a Hydrocolloid Dressing

1. Reviews and carries out the Standard Steps in Appendix A.
2. Clips hair around wound site and cleanses wound. 
3. Chooses large enough dressing to cover a 1¼-inch border of healthy skin around entire wound. 
4. Opens paper from back of dressing and smooths dressing in place from center outward, peeling back backing while progressing outward. Does not touch adhesive surface. 
5. Holds gloved hand over dressing for a few minutes until all edges have adhered firmly. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]6. If dressing does not firmly adhere, cleanses skin at edges of dressing with skin prep pad and uses hypoallergenic tape around edges. Does not apply skin prep under dressing.
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
