· Caron Dioxide is exhaled back into the environment

	    Nose
	· Collects air from the environment
· Moistens and warms the air before it goes into the trachea (fine hairs and mucus)

	Trachea (windpipe)
	· Moves air from the nose to the lungs

· Lined with mucus and cilia

	Bronchi

(sg., bronchus)
	· Tubes that move air from the trachea to the lungs

· One bronchus leads to each lung

· Part of each bronchus is outside and inside the lung

	Lungs
	· Main organ where gases are exchanged between the air and blood

· Alveoli (in the lungs) are where the gas exchange takes place

	Diaphragm
	· Muscle that aids in the breathing process
