p. 428  Cost of Suburban Sprawl

	Smart growth takes place (know what that is)

p. 429 Suburban Segregation
What are the attractive qualities of living in the suburbs?

The modern residential suburb is segregated in two ways:
	1. Segregated social classes
	2. Segregated land uses
	(Know what both mean)

Residential Segregation
Before: residents were segregated vertically ( know who lived where)
Present: more territorial segregation, the separation was based more on similar housing styles, lot size, and cost

Zoning ordinances
	What are they and why were they formed?
Zoning laws kept certain things apart.
	Prisons couldn’t be next to schools, factories not next to neighborhoods, etc
	This is where NIMBY comes into play.

p. 430 Suburbanization of Businesses
	Services have moved to suburbs b/c that’s where the customers are
	Manufacturers have moved to peripheral locations b/c land is cheaper

Suburbanization of Retailing
Before:  urban residents bought food and stuff in small neighborhoods shops downtown
Now:  because of the rise of the suburbs, malls have popped up in suburbia
Malls not just for shopping
	Elderly go to walk
	Families go for other activities
	Teens go to hang with friends

Suburbanization of Factories and Offices
They’ve migrated into suburbs b/c of cheaper land and rent, more space, better truck access (because of ring roads/highways)

p. 431 Transportation and Suburbanization
Better transportation networks helped the growth of suburbs.  
First it was RR, then street cars, and now automobiles

Motor Vehicles
Permitted large scale development of the suburbs
Made it easier to travel into the city.  

p. 433  Public Transportation
Because a lot of people don’t live in the city center, they have to commute
This creates a rush hour in the early morning and late afternoon.

Advantages of Public Transport
Cheaper, less polluting, more energy efficient, and numerically better (more people can ride the subway or bus = less vehicles on the road)

Motor vehicles cause congestion (traffic), increase the need for highway maintenance, increase the need for new highway construction, they pollute.
Avg American loses 36 hours per year sitting in traffic and waste 55 gallons of gas
But still drive their own car because they like the privacy and flexibility.

Public Transport in the U.S.
Used mainly for rush-hour into and out of the CBD
Found mainly in big cities in the form of fixed heavy rail (subways) and fixed light rail (streetcars)

Consequences of lack of public transport:
	Low income people may not be able to reach places of employment
	Why?
	Low income people tend to live in the city and those jobs that require minimal training and skill 	are in suburban areas where good public transport does not go.
	Ex. Hard to keep custodian, café workers, security in the suburban schools because there’s no 	public transport and it’s too expensive to drive back and forth.  




NOTES FROM THE BLACK BOOK
p. 278 
Urban realm – This term describes the spatial components of the modern city.  All the things you’ll find there.  The social, political, economic things that make up the city

p. 280
Disamenity sector – the very poorest parts of many Latin American cities that are in extreme cases not even connected to the other parts of the city.  These are the barrios and favelas

p. 283
Shantytowns – (Squatter settlements) the unplanned developments of crude dwellings

p. 283
Zoning laws – same as the zoning ordinances in the white book.  They’re made to ensure space was used in culturally and environmentally acceptable ways.

p. 286
McMansions – super sized homes built in the suburbs.  They’re the “gentrification” of the suburbs.  They tear down older homes and built these HUGE new homes.

p. 290
Gated communities – developed for a few reasons.  Part of smart growth, the desire for safe neighborhoods, to maintain property values.

p. 293
Informal economy – We did this in a previous unit.  It’s the economy that’s not taxed and does not count toward a country’s GDP.
