A. Fredrick the Great

1. Monarch’s who embraced the ideas of reform by Voltaire &
others became known as Enlightenment Despots

2. Fredrick the Great- reformed Prussia by granting religious
freedom, reduced censorship, & improved education

3. His famous idea was calling himself “The First Servant of the
State”

4. His goal was to serve & strengthen his country appealing to
philosophes
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B. Joseph li

1. A radical reformer from Austria who abolished serfdom,

ordered peasants to be paid for labor, & granted religious
freedoms

2. The nobles hated him and once he died they undid all that he
had done




C. Catherine the Great

1. Was admired the most by philosophes even though she
ruled with absolute authority

2. She created a commission to reform laws in Russia- religious
freedom, abolishing torture, & capital punishment
