Choice 1:

Choice 2:


Take a song that you know and change the words to make it about digestion! (Like Weird Al does!) Include as much vocabulary and organ function information as you can including enzymes. You may work in groups up to 4 in a group.





Length – approximately 1 page

Choice 3:


Put your creativity to work and write a short story or short play. Use digestion terms and ideas. Use a style! Write a mystery, adventure, romance, or any other theme you please!  If you choose a play you may work in groups up to 4 in a group to perform the show.
