      - GROUP AND INDIVIDUAL PROJECTS: Group projects will be done at school. 

                               Projects will be equivalent to a unit test. 

      - QUIZZES: Both announce and unannounced.  Announced quizzes: 30-60

                                  points.  Announced several days in advance.  Pop quizzes: 5-10

                                  points.  Beginning of period, on previous day’s notes or reading.
