Grades

· Homework Assignments worth 5-20 points.  All assignments are written on the board every day.  In addition, they are posted on my webpage 
· THERE IS NO EXTRA CREDIT
**Each quarter is worth 40% and the semester exam is worth 20%**.

You will be given plenty of time to finish your work, but if for some reason that is not enough time, you will be able to turn the work in late the following day if the homework was not gone over in class.  This will cost you 20% of your grade on the assignment. No work may be turned in after you have taken a test.
