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Agriculture- includes growing crops and raising livestock.

Undeveloped-low standard of living, low economy, poor food supply, poor education, poor housing, poor communication
Developed -   great economies, high standard of living, better food supply, education, better housing, good communication
Consumer- someone who buys and uses products.

Subsistence farming – is an area that produces only enough food to feed the people working on it 

Commercial farming –are farmers who grow most of their food to sell for money rather than for their own needs.
Economy – a system in which people make and use things that have value.  Money

Communism – is an economic system in which the central government owns farm, factors and offices.
Life expectancy- is a statistical measure of the average length of survival of living in an area.
NAFTA- stands for the North American Free Trade Agreement.  Countries:  Canada, Mexico, United States

Urban- located in cites or nearby towns.

Rural – belonging to the countryside. 

Date of origin – the data that the country declared independence.  

Manufacturing –the large scale production of goods by hand or by machine.
Per capita GDP- countries final everything.  Gross Domestic Product – measures the size of a country’s economy – How much $ does a country earn in a year

Literacy rate – is how well the people in a country can read and write.
