Goanimate.com is having trouble with the music staying in the scene where it was saved. **Points won’t be counted off for sound files not opening (Media Player doesn’t support some of the file types on Jamendo) or music not staying on the scene where it was saved to IF you detail the steps you took to save the music (what scene number, what was the music/song title, what was the format HINT-right click the music clip, open PROPERTIES, this gives file size (list it), and file type MP3, WMV etc.)**
Under your name or user id (mine is Pmoore) at top, you will see Your Animations.

That is where your project is saved. Save this one as CA2.

In general, goanimate.com is very user friendly (with the exception of the music files). Read screen pop-up messages. These will help you navigate and save correctly. Edit is a good button.

- persistence of vision
- frame-by-frame animation

If you don’t remember what these topics/definitions mean, you may refer to previous notes you have in your notebook (purple manipulative, notes on back of poptest), GO you did last week on first day of 2.02.

4. Minimum one music clip. See notes above about Where you can upload music. 
Also, be cognizant of the file size allowed on goanimate for music files. If the file size is too big, it won’t play or download into the scene. **You will receive credit by following the instructions above.  Also, indicate you know the sound and video distribution formats (MP3, WAV, Executable file, plug-in, standalone player). Also discuss bandwidth, streaming, streaming rate, playback rate. These are on your notes.
5. Refer to Quia, link no.4 on today’s lesson.
This is a link to the document that describes all types of animation software techniques.

You must discuss/show at least 3 of these techniques in your goanimate.com project.

An example is: (1)scene 1-3 show the stage because this is where the animation takes place.
(2)Layers are shown with the animated features I give the characters. They each talk, and move their arms, and have facial expressions. 

(3) Library – Your Stuff on the edit animation page. I have music file saved Angels to Guard You. I downloaded from ……. File size is…… this file size was acceptable by goanimate but……the file type was….
That is type of info I am looking for with this requirement.

6. In summary, this project will consist of the goanimate.com product that you will save to the key. Also you will write a report indicating you know all of the techniques above. Where possible, direct me to the part of your goanimate.com animation that shows the technique. At a minimum, write about each technique.
