SPANISH V - AP

In Spanish V – AP  you will be developing and building on novice to intermediate to advanced level listening, speaking, reading, and writing skill in Spanish.  Your speaking skills will improve from the sentence level to the paragraph level.  You will be able to talk about things that are unfamiliar to you, and your speaking skills will help you through complex situations.  Reading and grammar will comprise approximately 50% of the course.
GRADING

Grading will be on a point system with A  B  C  D  F  assigned at the end of the marking period.  Letter grades will automatically update on Power School throughout the marking period.

QUIZZES:  Expect at least two quizzes per week on various areas such as vocabulary, grammar, story comprehension, listening, speaking, and writing.


TESTS:  Several per marking period, and a final exam at the end of the year.  Each test, as well as each quiz, will have its own distinct point value.  Generally, quizzes will be around 15 to 20 points and unit tests will be around 40 to 70 points, but that may be higher or lower.

PARTICIPATION:  (Use of Spanish, not English, bringing materials, participating in group work).  This will count as one point per day or approximately 45 points per marking period.

COMPOSITIONS: - Two or three per marking period worth up to 30 points.  The grade drops by five points each day that the composition is late. Topics will be Document Based Questions.

HOMEWORK:  Will count for four points each.  Homework will not be accepted after the due date except for those students who are absent on either the day it was assigned or the day it was due.  Incomplete hmk = 3, 2, or 1 point, depending on how incomplete it is.

MAKE-UP WORK:  for hmk., quizzes, and tests (due to absence) will be completed as per the guidelines in the Student Handbook:  two days given for each day absent.


LISTENING, SPEAKING, READING, & WRITING SKILLS:

These four skills are the main focus of the course.  Without the above skills the study of grammar would be pointless.  There will be numerous quizzes and tests and a final exam based upon these four skills.
