
TARDIES – Beginning with your FIRST tardy each marking period (without a late pass) YOU WILL BE ASSIGNED DETENTION each time that you are late.  (Read that sentence several times and memorize it!!!)  This means you will receive detention for your first, second, fifth, sixth, seventh, etc. unexcused absences.  You must have a written pass in order to avoid being marked late.  Simply stating that you were kept late by Mr. “X” , or Ms. “Y” is not enough. You must present a written pass from that teacher or you will be marked late.
Students traveling from Swartz however, will be given a total of eight minutes in order to arrive, but the above rule still applies once the extra four minutes have passed.  If you travel from Swartz GET YOURSELF ORGANIZED NOW!!!!  Do not go to your locker at Swartz en route to this class.  Do not stop to wait for your friends.  Do not stop at the vending machines.  If you travel from Swartz and you arrive without a late pass after the three extra minutes have passed you will be marked late.   (4 minutes plus 4 extra = 8 minutes for Swartz travelers) 

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR – I reserve the right to assign detention to anyone who does not show common courtesy during class time to me or to other students.  Raise your hand before speaking, sharpening pencils, etc.  (Extremely important)  Interaction in the class will be a common activity.  It is very important to me that all students feel comfortable and at ease with their speaking skills.  When a student is picked upon by others in the class, he/she loses the desire to participate and the learning stops.  Therefore I will assign detention to any one who shows lack of courtesy to other students.


PARTICIPATION GRADE – (USE OF SPANISH)  Approximately 45 points per marking period.  This is not an extra credit grade.  You will earn up to 45 points each marking period (1 point per day) if you voluntarily participate in Spanish during class time (from late bell t the dismissal bell for a total of 50 minutes).

· This policy begins today and will continue until the end of the school year.

· Each day this policy will be in effect from the four-minute bell until the class dismissal bell.

· You must voluntarily participate in Spanish, either by raising your hand to answer or speaking in group work.  It does not count if I have to force you to speak Spanish.  If you do not speak Spanish during group work, or if you do not help the group during group work  you will not receive the point for the day.
· You must therefore speak in Spanish when:

· you ask to go to the lav  ¿Puedo ir al baño?  ¿Me permite ir al baño?
· you ask to sharpen your pencil.  ¿Puedo sacar punta?  ¿Me permite sacar punta?

· you ask to go to the nurse. ¿Puedo ir a la enfermería?  ¿Me permite…?

· you ask me a question about grammar.  (Try the best you can.  I will help you.)

· you ask me a question about anything.

· you ask anything tome or anyone else about anything.

NOTE:  “Spanglish” is not Spanish.  (“Yo no have-o my book-o.”)  Use of Spanish vulgarity or the use of vulgarity in either English or Spanish will result in detention.
ONE FINAL NOTE:  No food, no drinks (except water), no candy, no gum.  On the first offense you will receive a warning.  On the second, you will receive detention.

Turn off all cell phones and put them away, in a book bag or other carrier.

Text messaging during a quiz or test will be regarded as cheating.  A grade of zero points will be assigned to the quiz or test and a letter will be sent to your home and to your grade-level principal.
