Homework policy


A.     Homework will be frequently assigned.  Its purpose is to help the student to understand the material and to prepare her/him for exams.  Homework will be gone over in class.  It is important that you correct it at this time.  It is crucial students keep up with the work.  Class material builds on what was covered previously.  A student will be lost if he/she does not keep up.

 Evaluation/grades

A. Grades will be calculated on a percentage basis.  The number of points earned by the student will be divided by the points attempted and multiplied by 100.  The school grading scale will be used.  Class participation will be used to determine grades in borderline cases.

B. Homework will be checked each day.  

C. Labs are an integral part of the course.  The lab will be turned in the day after each lab.  These are usually worth ten (10) points.

   D. Ordinarily, an exam is given at the end of each chapter.  The exam will be worth between 50 and 100 points depending on the amount of material covered.
