Classroom Assessment and Evaluation
Assessment is gathering information about what students:
· Know
· Are able to do
· Are working towards
Evidence for assessment purposes is gathered using a variety of methods that may include:
· Observation
· Is the student on-task and focused on the achievement of the current course objectives?
· Student self-assessment
· Does the student understand the purpose of self-assessment?
· Does the student demonstrate an understanding of the criteria and objectives of the exercise and apply those in the evaluation of his or her work?
· Peer assessment
· Does the student understand the purpose of peer-assessment?
· Does the student demonstrate an understanding of the criteria and objectives of the exercise and apply those in the evaluation of the work?
· Quizzes and tests
·  These will normally take the form of traditional written or oral tests or quizzes
· Open book, online quizzes will also form a basis for assessment
· Samples of student work
·  Any required work may form the basis for this assessment.
· Student work is expected to consistently show:
· Thoughtful organization of the material
· Effective and efficient formatting of the material
· Accurate and complete content
· Usefulness of the material for study and learning purposes
· Projects and presentations
·  Projects and presentations will be a regular feature of the course assessment
· Projects and presentations may be completely individually and, in many cases, with a partner or as a part of a group
· Assessment will be based on the criteria of the project or presentation and, in many cases, on the basis of a comparison to the performance of other students
· Oral and written reports
· Oral and written reports will, in many cases, take the place of traditional exercise, assignments and worksheets.
· Material normally included in such assignments will be expected to be incorporated into the oral or written report
· Journals and learning logs
· Journals and learning logs will be used to provide an opportunity to assess a student’s reflection on and personal understanding of various course issues
· Portfolio assessments
· A form of portfolio will be used to assist in making an ongoing assessment of a student’s progress in Written Response requirements of the course
· It will be the responsibility of the student to keep all material related to Written Response work in this portfolio and to have it available, on demand, for review, consultation and assessment.
Assessment for Learning
· Assessment for Learning is criterion-based assessment
· Achievement is assessed against specific criteria established with respect to a specific assignment (not against the performance of other students)
· The criteria are based on the Prescribed Learning Outcomes for the course, specific achievement indicators, and other learning expectations
· Assessment for Learning involves the provision of feedback to the student
· Directly to the student as written comments on the assignment
· Directly to the student as oral comments on the return of the assignment
· In consultation with the student.  In most cases it is the expectation that the student will initiate these consultations to gain a better understanding of their progress, the requirements of the course and the actions that they can take to better meet the course expectations
· Students are expected to learn from and develop their ability to meet the course expectations and their ability to learn and understand.  Students are expected to be an active participant in their development and fail in this aspect of learning if they simply choose to try to absorb course material with the intention to repeat undeveloped points and ideas as learning.
· Feedback is provided to the student to 
· Enable the student to better understand their strengths
· Enable the student to better understand how they can develop their abilities
· Help the student to plan and redirect her/his efforts
· To enable the student to better communicate with others (peers, teachers, parents, …) about their efforts and progress and to set goals
Assessment as Learning
· Assessment of Learning is primarily student-driven
· Assessment of Learning involves:
· Self-assessment with teacher support
· Students constructing meaning for their learning for themselves and taking responsibility for their own learning
· A process of continual self-assessment
· What have I (the student) learned?
· What have I (the student) not yet learned?
· How can I (the student) best improve my own achievement?
Assessment of Learning
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Assessment of Learning is summative assessment for reporting purposes
· It involves various periodic assessments in a variety of forms (see the earlier points on the forms in which evidence of assessment can be gathered) 
· In most cases, assessment of learning, will take the form of online, open book quizzes; in-class Unit and topical quizzes and tests; written response preparation exercises and assignments; oral presentations; group work; projects; and specific assignments.
