General Information:

1. If your exercise received a ‘mark’, you have the option to make revisions – if you choose to do so.  The feedback on this exercise is provided to help you improve your current exercise and avoid mistakes on future exercises and in your future studies.

2. Any revised exercises will be remarked with your maximum mark, in general, being your initial mark plus up to 25% more. That is, your work will be remarked as an initial exercise with a maximum mark limit – exceptions can be made for work that supports a higher mark – superior quality work.  It is possible that a lower mark could be received.

3. If you choose not to make revisions, the mark indicated for your exercise will become your final mark for this exercise. 

4. This is not a “correction” exercise.  I will mark material other than simply those parts where I have indicated some form of problem, issue, or material that is incomplete or missing.  I have not reviewed or marked all parts of your exercise.  You need to review the whole of the exercise and make necessary changes or revisions.

5. I will not remark the written portion already used in determining your formative assessment mark.

Specific Requirements:

1. This exercise included two topics.  “Revise” the second topic as if you were starting the exercise.  Revise all other parts of the assignment with the exception of rewriting the first written portion.  All references dealing with the first written portion need to be revised.  Do not revise it by simply doing corrections on deficiencies that I have pointed out.  Those are not intended to represent all errors or weaknesses.

2. If you wish to do your revision on another topic, you can choose one of the topics below and complete that topic in the place of your current second topic.  All other portions of these instructions apply.  You will need to fully complete your Task Definition to narrow the topic down to a focused, specific aspect of the topic, determine an issue, create your hypothesis, see where the evidence leads you and build your argument.  All the criteria for the original assignment apply.

a. Authoritarianism (in government)
b. Climate Change

3. When you revise your summary and use a new source, you must include that source in your footnotes and correct the Bibliography.

4. Correct all Bibliography or footnote/endnote reference errors.

5. Ensure that all required sources are included.

6. Ensure that your sources are strong, reliable and of value to your argument.

7. Any missing requirements of the exercise must be completed.  An exercise that is missing a bibliography or the Learning Outcomes will receive minimal or no marks.  A mark of Inc/I/F will normally be recorded on the mark sheet and you will have no numerical score until they have been completed.
