Social Studies and History - Written Assignments

1. Assignments will take a variety of formats.  In order to obtain the best possible mark: 
a. Assignments may be completed in handwriting or on a computer.

b. Assignments that are handwritten MUST be in INK and completed on regular ‘letter size’ or 3-ring binder paper (~ 8” x 10”)
c. Assignments completed on your computer may be sent to my email address or printed on letter size paper and handed in.

d. Your name is to be in the top right hand corner of the first page of your response.

e. Attach the copy of the assignment or include the title and number of the assignment at the top of the first page.  See the example below.

f. Project work, may, subject to specific instructions, be completed in the format that best suits the topic.  PowerPoint, Web Page, Prezi, Concept Map, Booklet, Poster or some other suitable format may be considered.

g. Essay assignments must follow the Essay Formatting guidelines with which you have been provided.  
h. Essays and paragraph responses will be marked on the current 6-point scale.  A copy of the scale is available at http://www.bced.gov.bc.ca/exams/specs/ or see handout.
i. Evidence Questions in History 12 will be marked in accordance with the Evidence Scoring Criteria.  See the handout or the link above for a copy of these criteria.
2. Marking information:
a. Marks are not deducted on assignments.  For each assignment, you start with no marks and earn your mark for that assignment.  Marks are, generally, earned for presentation and content.  The effort that you put into your assignment, a contributing factor in your mark, may be reflected in many ways:

i. Neatness

ii. Formatting

1. Is the information organized in a logical and useful manner?

a. See the Outline formats and Cornell formats for guidance.
2. Is the important material included and the unimportant or unnecessary material excluded?
3. Is there space to add information?
iii. Readability

1. Use point form unless full sentences are required.
a. Keep notes short and on topic.
2. Spelling and grammar should be correct – abbreviations should be used.
3. If it is handwritten, can it be easily read?

iv. Timeliness

1. Has it been completed promptly?

v. Demonstration of understanding

1. Is the work a mere regurgitation of material?

2. Has the material been usefully developed by the author?
b. Not all assignments receive a mark that is recorded for final assessment purposes.  Many assignments will be formative in nature and are designed to improve a student’s skill in specific areas.
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
