SOCIAL STUDIES COMBINED 10 & 11 COURSE
Overview of Canada and Canadian History from 1814 to 2000
Abbreviated Course Outline – Mr. Pocock

The Social Studies Combined 10/11 course will cover the course content of the two individual courses but will focus on the development of material that is common to the shared themes that form the bases of the two courses.  In most areas of Canadian history there is a developmental thread that can be followed through from early history to the present day.  

Particular emphasis, in those areas involving 19th century history, will be placed on the development of Western Canada, its geography and its political, economic and social history.  Following the Confederation, greater focus will be directed to Canada as a whole while recognizing the specific developments affecting particular regions.  Specific themes relating to Politics and Government; Environment and Human Geography; Society and Identity; the Economy, and the Development and Influence of Technology will be examined.  The course content will be used throughout the course as a vehicle for students to demonstrate their learning and understanding of the Skills and Processes required in order to be successful as students that can “do” Social Studies. 
A brief description of the mandated content is set out below.  These descriptions are not intended to be all-inclusive, exclusive or completely descriptive.  Detailed outlines will be provided to students for each of the content areas.  There is a necessary interaction between all of the material to be covered and various components of the course content will be touched upon in several sections.  
Skills and Processes of Social Studies 
The practices and skills involved in this topic will apply to all areas of the course.

· Apply critical thinking skills including questioning, comparing, summarizing, drawing conclusions, and

defending a position.  Be able to make reasoned judgments about a range of issues, situations, and topics

· Demonstrate effective research skills, including:
· accessing information

· assessing information

· collecting data

· evaluating data

· organizing information

· presenting information

· citing sources

· Demonstrate effective written, oral, and graphic communication skills, individually and collaboratively

· Demonstrate skills and attitudes of active citizenship, including ethical behaviour, open-mindedness, respect for diversity, and collaboration

Environment and Human Geography

· Describe the physiographic regions of Canada and the geological processes that formed these regions

· Analyse how geography influenced the economic development and settlement patterns in regions of Canada from 1815 to 1914

· Explain the significance of changes in world population with reference to:
· population pyramids

· distribution

· density

· demographic transition models

· Compare Canada’s standard of living with those of developing countries, with reference to poverty and key indicators of human development

· Assess environmental challenges facing Canadians, including:

· global warming

· ozone layer depletion

· fresh water quality and supply

 Politics and Government

· Describe the evolution of responsible government in Canada in terms of government structure and key contributing events

· Analyze political, economic, social, and geographical factors that led to Confederation and to the development of Canada’s provinces and territories

· Describe the structure and function of Canada’s federal, provincial, and local governments

· Demonstrate understanding of the political spectrum

· Explain how Canadians can effect change at the federal and provincial levels

· Explain how federal and provincial governments are formed in Canada

· Describe major provisions of the Canadian constitution, including the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms, and assess its impact on Canadian society
Autonomy and International Involvement

· Describe Canada’s evolution as a politically autonomous nation

· Assess Canada’s role in World War I and the war’s impact on Canada

· Assess Canada’s role in World War II and the war’s impact on Canada

· Assess Canada’s participation in world affairs with reference to:
· Human Rights

· United Nations

· Cold War

· Modern Conflicts

· Evaluate the influence of immigration on Canadian society

· Describe the factors that contributed to a changing national identity

· Analyze Canadian society in terms of gender roles, ethnicity, daily life, and the arts

· describe the role of women in terms of social, political, and economic change in Canada
· Assess the development and impact of Canadian social policies and programs related to immigration, the welfare state, and minority rights

· Explain economic cycles with reference to the Great Depression and the labour movement in Canada

· Assess the impact of the conscription crises, Quebec nationalism, bilingualism, and regionalism on Canadian unity

· Evaluate the impact of interactions between Aboriginal peoples and European explorers and settlers in Canada

· distinctive Canadian programs and policies

· Describe the development of British Columbia’s economy from 1815 to 1914
· Evaluate attitudes and practices in resource development in British Columbia from 1815 to 1914

and their impact on contemporary resource management

· Analyse the influence of the following on Canada’s economy 
· resource development and decline
· technological innovations
