 ~ ~ ~ Plagiarism ~ ~ ~.  
Plagiarism is cheating.  Plagiarism is taking and using the words or ideas of another person as your own without clearly acknowledging the source of your information.  

The presumption is that if you use the words or ideas of another, without giving credit, that you do so with the intent to deceive.  It is also presumed that students who allow their work to be plagiarized do so with the intent to deceive and are also guilty of plagiarism. 

Although all incidents involving plagiarism must be dealt with on the basis of the particular facts relating to that incident, the normal penalties for the first instance of plagiarism include:

· a mark of ‘Inc/I/F’ will be given on the assignment involved.  The student’s overall mark will appear as ‘Inc/I/F’ until remedial work has been accepted and graded; 
· consultation with the student will take place;

· parents or guardians will be encouraged to attend the consultation;

· the  student, under teacher supervision, will redo and resubmit the work involved or complete an alternate assignment as determined during the consultation; 
· a report will be submitted to the school administration.  Students MUST be aware that this report, detailing the circumstances of the incident, may also mean that the student may become ineligible for school awards or school scholarships at any time while attending Fraser Heights.

Forms that Plagiarism often takes include the following:

· Copying word for word from another source without using quotation marks or giving proper credit to that source.  This includes using the complete source, sections or paragraphs from the source, and to the use of a few sentences, phrases, or words from the source.  Sources often used include the Internet, outside textbooks, commercial ‘study notes’ or essays, magazines, newspapers, songs, TV programs, movies, advertisements, interviews, other media forms, and material written by other students.  In addition to written material, sources include charts, graphs, diagrams, illustrations, and pictures.  You may use notes received from your own teacher.

· Paraphrasing material from an outside source without giving proper credit.  Paraphrasing that frequently copies the original, is too similar to the original, has the same ideas and tone as the original, or fails to use the original material to support new ideas written from a different viewpoint is not acceptable.

· Using in whole or in part the work of another student.

· Submitting an assignment completed for another course.

· Work completed by or as directed by a tutor.

· Allowing one’s work to be copied by another student.

The Test for Plagiarism.
In the event that there is a significant discrepancy between the skill demonstrated by a student on work done in class and work done by the student out of class, the student’s in-class work will form the basis on which to determine the work that will be accepted for evaluation.  Academic honesty requires that a student’s mark be based upon his or her own work.  Work that is questionable will be disregarded (dealt with as if not done) in the student’s evaluation requiring the student to redo and resubmit the work involved or complete and submit alternate work before a mark is recorded for Report Card purposes.
