Dear Staff,

At this moment we are studying child development in our Psychology classes and we are hoping to have the culminating activity be a visitation to our classes of young children ages 1-10 years old.  We are trying to provide a first hand look at the cognitive, emotional, language and social levels achieved by children at several stages in normal child development.  
Some Merrimack High School Psychology students will be escorting a child for an allotted time period on Wednesday, November 4.  Children will be visiting the high school throughout the entire day.

For Mr. Petrigno’s Period 4 students, this will be an “in-school field trip.” The students will sign-up to participate either Periods 1, 3, or 5.   
We are planning to use block scheduling days for the activities.  If at all possible, we are hoping that children only have to stay at the high school for a short amount of time.  If it is possible for (parent or guardian only) to drop children off and pick them up right after a session (see listed times below) we are asking for that to be done.   
If students are planning to be escorts for young ones on this day and bring their child in your class or study hall, they must inform you ahead of time (see below for area where teacher and student sign that arrangements have been established).  If the child needs to leave the class, or if the child must be brought back to room 369 to stay for another period, the student must have made arrangements with individual teachers ahead of time, and the student is responsible for all work missed.
We respect any reason you have for not allowing a student to bring a child into your classroom.  Students have been made aware that this assignment is NOT compulsory.  It is the student’s responsibility to contact you early enough so if you say no that they can make other arrangements.  Students can receive full credit for observing a child that someone else has brought in for the class, and students that are absent on that day will have an alternative make-up assignment so that they can earn credit.  Please do not feel pressure to sign this paper; do what is right for your classroom.

Dear Parents,

At this moment we are studying child development in our Psychology classes and we are hoping to have the culminating activity be a visitation to our classes of young children ages 1-10 years old.  We are trying to provide a first-hand look at the physical cognitive, emotional, and social development levels achieved by children at several stages in normal child development.  If you are willing to allow your child to be brought to school for this activity we would appreciate your support.  We want you to realize that each child’s safety is of paramount importance to us during this visit.  You may visit with your child, or allow a Merrimack High School psychology student to escort your child for an allotted period of time.

We will use the block-scheduling days of Wednesday, November 4 for the activities day.  Because of liability, children must be transported to and from school by a parent or guardian.  We recommend that the children only stay with us for the 90 minute class period, being dropped off before an activity session, and picked up right after a session.  Otherwise, the student escort will need to arrange to take the child to their regular classes, getting teacher permission ahead of time.  Room 369 will also be available for most periods of the day when a teacher is available at that location.
Our students have been advised that it will be as if they are taking on the responsibility of primary care giver during the time they escort the student through the school.  If the child will be escorted to other classrooms, the students have been told to be prepared with appropriate snacks, games, toys, etc.  Please help our students know the routine of your child, and your expectations, so that they may make your child’s time at the high school as enjoyable as possible.
