                      (regular forms will have –ior and and 3rd declension endings). Some adjectives change their form between positive degree and comparative. So far we have seen maior (bigger/greater) and melior (better). When comparisons are made, one way to do that is to have a comparative adjective with the word quam (than) following it.

         Superlative degree
                      (regular forms will have –issim- followed by 1st & 2nd declension endings  depending on the gender of the noun)  Irregular formations sometimes occur such as pulcherrim- (most beautiful/handsome) or maxim- (largest) or optim-(best)
