Caecilius

Lucius Caecilius Iucundus   

son of Lucius Caecilius Felix
Roman citizen—3 parts to name

praenomen – Lucius (personal name, sometimes formalized).  Other examples are Quintus, Publius, Marcus, Gaius, Sextus, Titus.


nomen – Caecilius  (group of families)



cognomen – Iucundus (own family, branch, sometimes a neickname)



agnomen – nickname/special name



right to vote



protected by law - Romanus sum.
Accounts (153 wax tablets) were found in strongbox (arca)in his house in Pompeii.

Evidence he was banker, auctioneer, tax collector, farmer, moneylender (most likely to shipping companies)

Evidence he owned slaves, leased land, auctioned cloth, sheep & cattle grazing, sold timber, and property, rented a cleaning & dyeing business , loaned money

Also found in house:  mosaic of dog, lararium relief of A.D. 62 earthquake, wine amphora marked Caecilio Iucundo ab Sexsto Metello  (To Caecilius Iucundus from Sextus Metellus); graffito “he who loves should live; he who knows not how to love should die; and he who obstructs love should die twice.”

Well respected in town—election notice has names of his sons Ceium Secundum IIvirum Quintus et Sextus Caecilius Iucundi rogant “Quintus Caecilius and Sextus Caecilius  Iucundus ask for Ceius Secundus as duovir.”
Slaves

- usually had one name.  If freed, often took on name of former master.

-considered to be property of master

-could be treated as well or poorly as master wished.  Could not be put to death w/o good reason
