Dear Students,

This year you will embark on a brand new adventure as students.  AP English – Language and Composition is incredibly different from any other English class you have taken because our primary focus will be on reading non-fiction texts.  This means that you will be reading essays, public documents, autobiographies, memoirs, analytical speeches, etc.  As a community of learners, we will discover the definition and application of rhetoric both as readers and as writers, and our primary goal will be to prepare for the AP Language and Composition exam in May.  

You need to be prepared for a lot of reading, writing, and critical thinking because this class is a college-level course.  You will not have busy work; however, you will be busy working on various assignments, papers, projects, etc. for my class throughout the school year.  Everything we do in class and outside of class will, in one way or another, prepare you to earn a 3 or higher on the AP exam.

Attendance/Tardy Policy:

In order to be successful at anything you need to actually show up.  If you are absent, you will have two days to make up a missing assignment.  This counts for class work and homework assignments.  If you miss a test or a quiz, you will need to schedule a time before or after school to retake the quiz or test.  As far as tardies are concerned, I follow the same procedures as the rest of the school.  If you are tardy three or more times this semester, I will assign detention for you.  If you are tardy four or more times, you will receive a discipline referral.  Tardy = not in class at the bell.
