French Course Descriptions
French I


The student will begin to learn the French language and its cultures.  Learning will occur through listening, reading, writing, and, primarily, through speaking French.  The content of learning will focus upon pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, culture, and the Catholic Church in France.  Learned skills will include conversation, listening and reading comprehension, recitation, and written expression.  The student will develop a transglobal perspective that will foster cultural sensitivity, tolerance of difference, and comparative frames of reference for understanding better the United States.  A significant portion of the course will be presented in French, with an expectation that the student will engage the teacher and classmates in French.

French II


The student in this course will continue to learn the French language and its cultures.  The activities of learning will remain the same as French I: listening, reading, writing, and speaking French.  The content of learning, however, will emphasize higher proficiency verb tenses and moods, in addition to pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, culture, and Catholic prayers in French.  Learned skills will include conversation, listening and reading comprehension, written expression, recitation, and presentations given in French.  Complementary video, audio, and computer-assisted instruction will engage students with authentic sources of French language and culture.  The student will further develop a transglobal perspective that will foster cultural sensitivity, tolerance of difference, and comparative frames of reference for understanding better the United States.  The course will mostly be conducted in French, with an expectation that the student will engage the teacher and classmates in French.

French III-ACCP


French III-ACCP is an Advanced College Credit Program (ACCP) course offered through Rockhurst University and St. Pius X High School, equivalent to the first two semesters of university French.  There will be a registration and tuition for this course.   


In French III ACCP, the student will become a more proficient communicator in French in the areas of listening, speaking, reading, writing, and culture.   The course will review and extend grammar and vocabulary learned in French I and II.  Students will read and analyze a variety of French texts, including an intermediate level reader.  The course will include a survey of French history, from prehistory through the Revolution of 1789, including a considerable treatment of the history of the Catholic Church in France.  Students will also read Victor Hugo’s Les Misérables.  Through web-based sources, the student will engage authentic texts to comprehend native speakers and writers.  The class will mostly be conducted in French with an expectation that the student will engage the teacher and classmates in French.  
French IV-ACCP


This is an Advanced College Credit Program (ACCP) course offered through Rockhurst University and St. Pius X High School, equivalent to the third and fourth semesters of university French.  There will be a registration and tuition for this course.  

In French IV ACCP, the student will extensively review grammar and vocabulary learned in previous courses.  Additionally, oral and written expression will become more proficient through the learning of higher proficiency verb moods and tenses and the development of a more expansive vocabulary.  The goal of this learning will be the understanding of the complexities of French literature, particularly,  Vicor Hugo’s Les Misérables.    Through web-based sources, the student will engage authentic texts to comprehend native speakers and writers.  The class will mostly be conducted in French with an expectation that the student will engage the teacher and classmates in French.
