Discipline/Rules

Rule 1— Always be prepared for class

Rule 2— Be in your seat, ready for class when the bell rings

Consequences of misbehavior will depend on the severity of the offense.  There will be a ZERO tolerance policy with regard to violence or harassment of any sort.  Besides these offenses, misbehavior will be dealt with through the following process:  First offense--warning, Second offense--Parental notification, Third offense--Discretion of the Administration.

Attendance Policy:

As the study of Chemistry depends largely upon laboratory exercises as well as classroom discussion, regular attendance is necessary.  Should you miss class for any reason, it is your responsibility to obtain any assignments.  All make up work must be completed within three days of your return to school if you miss three or fewer days.  For every day more than three,  you are allowed the number of days absent to make up your work. 

You must further be punctual every day to class.  When the bell rings, you must be in your seat or you will be considered tardy.  Upon receiving three such tardies, you will be assigned after school detention.  With each subsequent tardy, disciplinary action will automatically be taken.

Test Retake Policy:
One test per six weeks may be retaken on Wednesday afternoons in Room 510.  The maximum score on the retake is 75, and you must retake the test during the next available session after the original test.  There is no opportunity for retakes if you are absent for the original test.

Course Requirements:

Your six weeks grade consists of five components:

1--Tests--
Tests will consist of multiple-choice questions, short answer, problems, 

and even the occasional essay.  Tests will always count 40% of the nine


weeks grade. 

2--Labs--
Lab grades will depend upon the procedure used during lab as well as the 

lab write-up, which consists of questions and calculations.  Lab quizzes 

are also a component of this  grade.  Grades will be reduced by one 


letter for every day a lab report is late.   Labs will be worth 20% of 


your nine weeks grade.  

3—Homework/Quizzes--
When assigned, homework will be graded for accuracy.  If 



homework is not completed in the assigned timeframe, a 



20% 
penalty will be deducted for every class period it 



is late  It always comprises 10% of the nine weeks grade.

4—Daily Grades/Participation—
As Chemistry is a “hands-on” course, each student will be given a grade daily  regarding participation in class discussions an/or problem solving.  This component makes up 15% of the nine weeks grade.  The grade you receive is based both on attendance and the level of effort you exhibit.

5—Notebook Quizzes—15% of the nine-weeks grade
