2. Support these attributes with citations from the text (quotations and line numbers).

3. Include at least one citation that demonstrates the changing religious views of Anglo-Saxon society (quotation and line numbers). 

4. Include a slogan that sums up how you approach life or a challenge as an Anglo-Saxon. 
Physical Details

Your shield needs to be at least the equivalent of 2 - 8 ½’’ x 11’’ sheets. It must also have color. 

You will be assessed on your demonstration of Anglo-Saxon values and textual supports as well as your presentation (does it look nice /neat or does it look like you completed it last period?).
